A few years ago | had a guy in my office telling me that even though | am a pastor, in his
opinion, I'm not a very committed Christian. He went on to tell me that | had way too much,
made way too much money, and was not sacrificial enough in my giving. Mind you this
guy was not a member of the church- he was not a Sunday morning money counter- he was
not the Financial Secretary- he had never seen my pledge card- he had never seen my
paycheck, he had no information- there is ho way he could know how much Wendy and |
gave to the church, but in his view, all pastors are ‘on the take,’ so to speak. This is the
same guy who was escorted off our property by the police a few weeks later. That said, you
might think that | disregarded everything he said to me, but that is not the case. God has a
way of speaking to us when we least expect it- | believe.

The first step to faith-filled, sacrificial giving, | have learned, is awareness. Yes, | thought a
lot about what my friend said “not sacrificial enough,” and | eventually realized he was right.
| realized in my heart that | had been holding back for ‘a rainy day,” when there were others
whose ‘rainy day’ had already come! The second step to faith-filled giving is appreciation-
in the midst of my friend’s challenge | began to see more clearly how God continues to bless
me- how He has given me so much- and | was overcome by a sense of gratitude, which led
me (& Wendy) to (with much joy) increase our pledge to the local church. Yes, the third
step to faith-filled giving is appropriation of all that God has entrusted to use- in other
words, faithfully managing God'’s gifts to us- the gifts he expects us to use for building the
Kingdom of God in the world.

The fourth step to faith-filled, sacrificial giving is transformation. Transformation answers
the question “Why?” Two reasons: 1) When we give to the local church, lives are changed.
When Deanna writes a check and pays a bill, lives are changed- people will never be the
same- they will know that God loves them, they will hear a Bible story, they will be able to
pay a late electric bill, they will pay their rent and not end up on the street, they will feed
hungry mouths, they will prepare a beautiful anthem for Sunday morning, our youth can go
on mission trips, our missions team can cook a meal for the shelter, and our children will be
cared for by qualified care-givers---- no less than a life is changed when we give
faithfully to our church. 2) You are changed- yes, you, the giver, are transformed
because you see that God’s good gifts, which came from your hands, and as a result of your
faithful commitment, is going to change the world for the better, again and again, one life at
a time!
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Healing Garden of the Beatitudes and Memorial Columbarium

For the past three years, this church has been in the process of developing a healing/meditation garden and columbarium.
Within a couple of months, construction will begin. The columbarium ministry allows us to fulfill the centuries-old obligation of
serving from baptism to death. As the rite of baptism welcomed members into the church community, the centuries-old rite of
Christian burial offers parishioners a final homecoming and provided comfort to the living, with the knowledge that their loved
ones were near their spiritual gathering place.

The Garden of the Beatitudes will provide a healing pathway for peaceful refection and prayer. A stroll through this sacred
space will reveal eight separate reflective areas, each featuring one of the beatitudes with a bench and special plantings. At
the center of the cross-shaped walkway will be a covered ramada to provide us with some shade and a place for special
ceremonies.

WHAT IS A COLUMBARIUM?

A columbarium is a structure that is comprised of a group of compartments (known as “niches”) designed to repose cremation
urns. Each niche can accommodate two urns. The columbarium is retained within a wall (known as a housing structure) which
is constructed of building materials complementary to the existing architecture of the church, allowing the project to look as if it
was an intended part of the physical plant.

Columbarium in early Rome meant a nesting place for doves. When Christians, relegated to Rome’s catacombs, began using
cliff-side niches to seal away ashes of the faithful who died, the term “columbarium” took on its present meaning: sacred
compartments for storage of cremated remains.

Location: Our columbarium walls will reside at the west end of the Garden of the Beatitudes. Each wall can house 60 niches
allowing for 2 urns within each niche. Columbarium niches will face the sanctuary creating a more private, respectful dwelling
place. Urns containing cremains are placed within niches and are plated with marble plaques. Our columbarium will also
house a wall reserved for memorial plagues, allowing representation of loved ones whose remains rest elsewhere.

Niche Sales, Tributes and Memorial Opportunities
Niches, plants, benches, engraved wall stones and other markers reflect tributes and memorials to special family members and
will be available for purchase in 2012,

FUNDING

Due to the generous gifts from the C.W. Modene Neely Charitable Foundation and the Kay Collins Sledge Bequest fund, this
project has been funded at no cost to the congregation. The monies raised from the sale of the niches will be placed in an
escrow account and used towards the ongoing maintenance and upkeep of the Memaorial Columbarium and the Garden of the
Beatitudes, as well as any administrative and hard costs. The administrative costs include the maintaining and accounting of
all records and the hard costs include the niches, urns and name plates which will be placed on your acquired niche.

The C.W. & Modene Neely Charitable Foundation

The foundation strives to honor the charitable intentions of its founders. It continues to give preference to charitable work in
Arizona with a priority on making grants that promote the protection of the resources of the earth and that relieve human
suffering or improve the human condition.

Christian History Adult Sunday School Class

We began our new course, The New Testament, on Oct. 30th. focusing on The Early Christians and Their
Literature. During November we will look at The Earliest Traditions about Jesus, how the stories transmitted
orally for years were eventually written down 35 - 65 years after the crucifixion. We will study about the Greco-
Roman world of pagan cults and Ancient Judaism, distinguishing features of the religions surrounding the birth
of Christianity. We will study each gospel account: Mark - Jesus the Suffering Son of

God, Matthew - Jesus the Jewish Messiah, Luke - Jesus the Savior of the World and

John - Jesus the Man from Heaven.

This course will take us through the end of the year and into 2012. The New Testament is
undoubtedly the single most important book in the history of Western civilization, whether
seen as a religious book of faith or as a cultural artifact.
