update on our current summer projects. 

 

Our church collected 2,696 bottles of water.     

Almost 2,000 went to the Salvation Army.  The 

remaining bottles went to the Arizona Faith     

Network.  Both of these organizations operate 

Heat Respite Centers.  These centers provide relief from the Arizona high temperatures, 

offer food, showers, and resources.   The Trapper Keeper drive was also a success.  Sixty-

two Trapper Keepers were delivered to Gilbert Elementary School last month.   

 

Collections continue of snacks for Gilbert Elementary school.  This is a year round initiative 

of First Gilbert.  The team works with the school’s social worker to help provide food and 

supplies to children in need at the school.  Snack donations of cups of mac ‘n cheese (just 

add H2O), Cheez-Its, goldfish, fruit snacks, Gatorade, water, granola bars, Pop Tarts,     

peanut butter filled or cheese filled crackers.  Please note that all food items must be indi-

vidually wrapped.  Donations can be dropped off at the church office or in the “Mission 

Donation Area” which is on the left hand side as you enter the Activity Center.
